‘Pride: 25 years and counting!’ reflects the collective history of Toronto’s queer 
community and looks ahead to a bright future. From its first official event in 1981, 
at which 1,500 people gathered for an afternoon celebration, Pride Week has 
grown and evolved into a week-long cultural festival, attracting about one million 
people and culminating in the renowned Pride Parade.
